भारतीय �च�कला �े�ाम�े �ी-�च�कार�चे �ान फारसे अधोरे�खत झालेले आढळत नाही. अमृता 

शेरगील, अं�बका धुरंधर, अँजेला ि�दंाद, बी. �भा अशी काही मोजक� नावे सोड�ास इतर अनेक गुणी 

�च�कत�बाबत फारशी मा�हती आप�ाला आढळत नाही. प�िटगंचे �े� असो वा उपयो�जत कलेचे �े�, 

कला�े�ातील योगदानाची दखल �ी-�च�कार��ा बाबतीत थोडी दल���त आहे,  हे मा� खरेच. ु

हे असे का घडले असावे, याबाबत �वचार करताना काही गो�ी �ामु�ाने समोर आ�ा. �ाम�े मह�ाची 

गो� �णजे �ववाहानंतर अनेक �ी-�च�कार�ची �ापं�चक जबाबदार�ला �ाधा� �द�ामुळे �च��न�मत� ी 

खंिडत होते अथवा मागे पडते व हळूहळू �ा �च�कले�ा मु� �वाहापासून दर जातात. प�रणामतः �ी-ू

�श�णात ��ना ��स� जलरंग �च�कार एम. एस. जोशी य��ाबरोबरच नाना ठोसर, आर. पी. जोशी अश�चे 

माग�दश�न लाभले. मॉडेल आट� इ���ूटमधून ��नी �च�कलेची पद�वका पूण� केली. याच दर�ान वडील 

�ी. �वनायक गोरे य�चे �म� �ी. राम पटवधन�  य��ा ओळखीने 'मौज �काशना'�ा स�कथा मा�सकासाठ� 

��नी बोध�च��ची कामे केली. ���ाच �ो�ाहनाने 1953 पासून कथा�च���ारे ��नी आपली 

बोध�च�का�रतेतील कारक�द� सु� केली. 1954 साली ��चा �ववाह मुंबईतील �ी. मुकंुद सह�बु�े 

य��ाशी झाला. कला�े�ात काम कर�ासाठ� ��ना ल�ानंतरही घ�न पा�ठंबा �मळाला. 

बोध�च��ची कामे करताना ��ची छपाई तं�ाची जाण �वक�सत झाली. �ामधून �योग करत ��नी �तःची 

शैली �वक�सत केली. प�ाता��ा एकूण कामाचा आढावा घेत�ावर असे ल�ात येते क�, ��नी तीन 

�कारात काम केले आहे. प�हला �कार रेख�कन�धान �च�े �ाम�े मु� रेष�ची पुनरावृ�ी करत आकार�ची 

जडणघडण सू�चत केली आहे. दस�या �कारात छपाई तं�ा�ा मय�देतून �च��न�मत� ी केलेली आहे. �ाम�े ु

सुलभ आकार व सपाट रंगलेपन या बरोबर�नेच पोत(ट�े�शर)चा वापर केलेला आढळतो. �तस�या �कारात 

जलरंगातील वेट-इन-वेट तं�ाचा वापर कर�त �च�ाम�े ��ील व धुसर वातावरण�न�मत� ी केली आहे. 

मय��दत रंगाचा वापर करताना छट��ा साहा�ाने यो� प�रणाम साधलेला �दसतो. काही �च��म�े 

रेखाटन आ�ण जलरंग य�चा एकि�त वापर केलेला आढळतो. जलरंगातील ���ा �च��वर एम. एस. जोशी 

य��ा �च��चा �भाव जाणवतो. मा�सकातील �च�े, पु�क�ची मुखपृ�े, लहान मुल�साठ��ा कथा व क�वता 

यासाठ� ��नी �ामु�ाने काम केले आहे. �ा काळातील अनेक �े� लेखक, कवी, संपादक य��ा 

सा�न�ात ���ा सा�ह��वषयक जाणीवा समृ� होत गे�ा. यातूनच सा�ह�कृतीचा आशय एका 

�च�ातून �� कर�ासाठ� ��नी ��य�ातून वेगवेग�ा �च�भाषा शोध�ा व ��चे उपयोजन, 

सा�ह��कार आ�ण लेखनशैली प�रणामकारकतेने लोक�पय�त पोहोचव�ासाठ� वापर�ा.

��चे सव� काम जर� उपयो�जत ��पाचे असले, तर�ही �योजनापलीकडे एक सुंदर �च�कृती �णून ��ची 

अनेक �च�े र�सक��ा ल�ात रा�हली आहेत. बोध�च�का�रते�ा �व�ा��साठ�सु�ा ही �च�े अ�ासनीय 

आहेत. �तं� भारतातील नव�न�मत� ी�ा वातावरणात तसेच याच काळात सा�ह�-चळवळ�तील अनेक

Padma Sahasrabuddhe

The contributions of female artists to Indian art have often been underappreciated 

or overlooked. Apart from a few celebrated women artists like Amrita Sher-Gil, 

Ambika Dhurandhar, Angela Trindade, and B. Prabha; the work of many talented 

Indian female artists in both fine and applied arts has sadly remained obscure.

It has been observed that many women artists prioritize family life over their 

professional art careers after marriage. This often leads to a gradual drift away from 

active art production, limiting their creative potential, or in some cases, they stop 

creating art altogether. Against this backdrop, the contributions of female artists 

who continued to work despite the challenges, and with the support of their families, 

stand out significantly.

In post-independence India, one prominent female artist who actively contributed to 

the field of art was Padma Sahasrabuddhe. Despite facing numerous obstacles, she 

continued to pursue her artistic dreams, consistently producing high-quality work. 

Padmatai made her mark in the publishing sector with her impressive illustrations 

for books and periodicals.



Born in Pune in 1934, Padmatai grew up in a warm and cultured environment. After 

completing her secondary school certification, she wanted to join the Sir JJ School of 

Art, driven by the passion for art she had cultivated since childhood. Although her 

family supported her decision to pursue higher education in the arts, they were 

hesitant to allow her to travel "all the way" from 'Dadar' to 'V.T.' Just when she thought 

she might miss the opportunity for formal art education, she discovered the Model 

Art Institute right in 'Dadar', where she began her art studies in 1950. There, she 

received guidance from well-known artists like watercolorist M. S. Joshi, artist Nana 

Thosar, and artist R.P. Joshi. Soon after completing her diploma in art, she got an 

opportunity of illustrating for a magazine called 'Satyakatha' by Mauj Publications, 

through her father, Shri Vinayak Gore's friend, Shri Ram Patwardhan. With his 

encouragement, she set foot on a career path illustrating for stories.  Padmatai 

continued working in the field with the support of her husband Shri. Mukund 

Sahasrabuddhe whom she married in 1954. 

The keen knowledge of printing techniques she acquired while working on 

illustrating assignments helped Padmatai develop her unique style. Her works can 

be categorized into three distinct types- First, the line drawings which are 

characterized by repetitive, flowing lines that suggest forms and shapes. The second 

type is created with an awareness of printing limitations, featuring simple shapes, 

flat colors, and textures. The third type creates a mystical atmosphere through the 

use of the 'wet-in-wet' watercolor technique, often achieving the desired effect with 

shades even when using a limited color palette. Padmatai also experimented with 

combining line drawings and watercolors. Watercolorist M.S. Joshi's influence is 

observed in Padmatai's watercolor works. She extensively worked on book covers, 

illustrations for stories, and poems for children's literature and magazines. Her 

associations with notable writers and poets enhanced her artistic and literary 

sensitivity, enabling her to develop a unique visual language that effectively 

conveyed the essence of the narrative to readers. 



Padmatai significantly contributed to the 

children's magazine called 'Kishor', since its 

inception in 1971, illustrating for covers, 

stories,  poems,  and short plays.  She 

experimented with themes, colors, and 

imagery, suitable to the imaginative world of 

children. Padmatai's illustrations stand as 

beautiful works of art in their own right, 

which are also valuable specimens to study 

for the students of art. 

Even during the tumultuous times of post-

independence reform and shifts in art and 

literature in India, Padmatai continued to 

create a composed and aesthetically pleasing 

visual world of her own, representing a 

significant slice of this era.
