We will delve into the story of Mario
Miranda, the master of lines,who left an indelible
mark in the field of visual arts despite not having

received formal art training.

Mario Miranda, The Master of lines

Mario Miranda, often hailed as the Master of Lines, was born on
May 2, 1926, in Daman, during the Portuguese rule over Goa.
Growing up in a small village in Goa, young Mario's drawings on
the white walls of his home caught the attention of his mother.
Mario's growing passion for drawing was noticed very early by his
mother. Seeing Mario getting lostin the joy of drawing, she handed
him a sketchbook and affectionately suggested him to draw his
pictures inthe sketchbook instead of on the wall. Mario's sketches
captured the events, people, activities, and vibrant scenes around
him, forming a visual narrative in his sketchbook.

His mother's encouragement fueled Mario's artistic aspirations.
One of Marios jocular drawings of mocking a Catholic priest
deeply disturbed the local pastor, who was even more offended as
Mario's mother ignored Mario's apparent wrongdoing. The
disgruntled pastor took his complaint to the bishop. The bishop
burst into laughter upon seeing the 'drawing in question, instead
of reprimanding Mario, he praised him and insisted that Mario
should receive formal education in art. He further added that
Mario was endowed with artistic talent which must be nurtured.

Mario Miranda was born on May 2, 1926, in Daman when Goa was
under Portuguese rule. His ancestors were Hindu Brahmins. They
were the 'Sardesais- that is revenue collectors, of a small village
called 'Raciem when Goa was ruled by the Bijapur Sultans. In the
mid-16th century, the entire district was captured by the
Portuguese conquerors, Sardesai family was among the families
which converted to Roman Catholicism baptized as 'Miranda'.

Even though Mario did not receive a formal art education, he
excelled in various artistic aspects with his keen observation,
superior ability to grasp the subtle parody in everyday situations,
anatomical precision, visual storytelling, composition, excellent
command of drawing, and consistency, making him one of India's
finest caricaturists.

Mario indulged more in social subjects rather than political ones.
His art vibrantly embodied the changes in post-independence
Indian social life and that of Goan cultural nuances and the Indian
film industry. His extensive traveling in India and abroad provided
him with numerous subjects for his artwork. His drawings and
vivid illustrations consist of diverse topics such as architecture,
old buildings, forts, temples, churches, and modern urban
structures. Markets, shops, cafes, hotels, and bars. He exhibited
drawings made during his travels in countries around the world
including Japan, Singapore, Macau islands, America, France, and
Germany. Two legendary drawing series born of these travels
showing glowing parallels between the cities of London and
Mumbai, and Paris and Mumbai, in his unique comical style
gained overwhelming popularity.



Mario's love for Goa is reflected in his detailed portrayals of Goan
life. His art beautifully captured the essence of Goa's rich cultural
heritage. His intricate portrayals included his 400-year-old
ancestral house in Loutolim, Goan fish market markets, traditional
homes, festivals, temples, churches, and tourism-related scenes.
Independent series of drawings on these topics was his specialty.
Mario Miranda began his professional career with the Mumbai-
based weekly magazine 'Current’ in the early 1950s. His unique
works gained great visibility, he was invited to work as a staff
illustrator by Walter Langhammer, the art director and renowned
artist of 'The Times of India.! From 1953 to 1977, Mario's
immensely popular drawings were published in various
publications such as The lllustrated Weekly, Femina, Filmfare,
Economic Times, and The Evening News. His work reached
audiences across India, making this period the most important
and prolific in his life. He learned a lot and experimented with
various ideas and techniques during this time. He also mentioned
being acquainted with great personalities during this period at
Times'.

The diversity of his work is extended beyond cartoons. He has
done a copious amount of work in the field of illustration art. He
illustrated children's books, school books, magazines, volumes on
Goan history, and much more. Mario also worked on commercial
assignments in pen-and-ink and color illustrations for prestigious
clients like Tata Industries and Air India.
